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EMERGENCY EVENT TRACKING, Aljabaal Ag Geneina, West Darfur

THE UN MIGRATION AGENCY

The DTM Emergency Event Tracking (EET) is deployed to track
sudden displacement and population movements, provide more
frequent updates on the scale of displacement and quantify the
affected population when needed. As a subcomponent of the
new Mobility Tracking methodology in Sudan (Round one), and
activated on a need basis, EET utilises a broad network of key
informants to capture best estimates of the affected population
presence per location — a useful tool for humanitarian response
planning and design.
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DTM teams activated EET to monitor the displacement of
individuals affected by the ongoing violent clashes between Arab
and Masalit tribesmen in Ag Geneina city, VWest Darfur, since 19
July 2020. Affected populations were displaced from the Aljabaal
area of Ag Geneina city, following approximately 75 homes
being burnt down and 16 homes looted. The first EET update
estimates a total number of 433 individuals (91 households)
dispersed in and around the area, 69 per cent of whom are
sheltering in community accommodation. At least 54 individuals
(12%) report additional vulnerabilities in need of assistance and

support.
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2. Return Intention

Data collected through the return intention indicator suggests
that the majority of the IDPs intend to return to their
locations of origin upon improvement of the security situation
and the reconstruction of destroyed homes
