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Following the recent attacks in Palma Sede, DTM teams in Nangade, Mueda, Montepuez, Mecufi, Ibo and Pemba districts 
continue to register significant rise in IDP arrivals since 27 March. On the 6th of May 2021, an estimated number of 917 
IDPs were registered in the receiving districts bringing the total number of IDPs to 40,003 people who have been 
displaced from Palma. IDPs continue to arrive in Nangade on foot and by bus from Nangade to Mueda, Montepuez, and 
Pemba. 

Reportedly 23,000 IDPs  are currently 
located in Afungi/Quitanda village 
(according to Total as of 4 April 2021).
