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In order to better understandmigratory movementsand trends in West

andCentral Africa, the InternationOrganizationfor Migration,through the

DisplacementTrackingMatrix (DTM), implements Population monitoring

activites(flowmonitoring,FM).

Flow monitoring, which is implemented in close collaboration with

authoritiesandnationalandlocalpartners,is madeup of two tools: the flow

monitoringregistry(FMR),which collects key data on the size, origin,

destination and forms of mobility flows, and individual surveys (flow

monitoringsurvey,FMS),conducted among travellers in order to obtain

information on the profiles, migratory routes and intentions of migrants.

The monitoring of populationflows thus collects data on migratory flows

and trends, the profiles of travellers and the journeys and intentions of

migrants,in order to provide a better understandingof mobility in West

andCentralAfrica.

In Nige r, DTM collectsdataat sevenflowmonitoringpoints(FMPs), in order

to identify areas with high cross-border and intra-regional mobility and

collect dataon mobility trends,profilesandthe journey of travellersin the

country.

This report presents the data obtained through the flow monitoring

recordingactivitiesin July2021, at sevenFMPsinstalledin Niger.

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Migration trends: Duringthe period covered,2,142peoplewere, on average,observedat the FMPseach
day. Thiscorrespondsto a decreaseof two percentcomparedto the month of June,duringwhichthe daily
averagewas2,142 individuals. Thisdecreaseis due to climate-related factors(rainyseason),refoulement
(in Algeria),the closureof Libyanbordersand the action of the Nigerienpolice to reduceillegalmigrants
entering without legal papers even though the TahouaFMP did not detect any outgoing flows, via
informationpoints,exitsto Côted'Ivoirefor economicreasonswereobserved.

Typeof flows: Of the individualsobserved,more than a third of flows (39%) were internal movements
while the remainingflows(61%) conductedwerebordermovements. Amongthe cross-bordermovements,
32 per cent were leavingNigerand 29 per cent entered Niger. Theinternal flows havedecreasedby two
per cent.

Origin and destination: During the month of July,the main countriesof origin of travellerswere Niger
(74%), Nigeria(17%), Algeria(5%), Libya(4%) andlessthan oneper cent of other countries(includingChad
andother countries),while the maincountriesof destinationwere alsoNiger(70%), Nigeria(15%), Algeria
(10%), Libya(5%) and lessthan one per cent of other countries(includingChadand other countries). The
peopleobservedtravelledmainlyby privatevehicle(57%), by bus(38%), andby truck (5%).

Traveller Profiles: Amongthe travellersobserved,73 per cent were adult men, while 19 per cent were
adult women and eight per cent were children. Additionally, 5,758 people with vulnerabilities were
identified, includinglessthan four per centof childrenunderfive, lessthan oneper centof the elderly,less
than three per cent of pregnant women and less than one per cent of unaccompaniedchildren. The
travellerswere mainly of Nigerien(72%), Nigerian(15%), Chadian(3%) and Sudanese(2%) nationality. It
shouldalsobe noted that sevenper cent of travellershad anothernationality,underliningNiger'scentral
positionasa transit countryfor migratoryflows in WestandCentralAfrica.
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OVERVIEWOFTHEFMP: The Arlit flow monitoring point capturesboth cross-border flows to and from
Algeria,and internal movementsbetween Arlit and other localities in Niger. The FMPat Arlit has been
activesinceFebruary2016.

Migration trends: Duringthe period covered,an averageof 850 peoplewere observedat the FMPeach
day. Thiscorrespondsto a decreaseof three per cent comparedto the period in June,when the daily
averagewas877 individuals. Thisdecreasecanbe explainedby three factors: refoulementof migrantsin
sometowns in Algeria,with somemigrantsstoppingin Tamanrassetto avoidrefoulement. Thefloodingof
the roadsdueto the rainyseasonwhichmakesthem impassable,andalsoespeciallydueto the celebration
of the feast of Tabaski(Eid el Kébir), ensuringthat many migrants limited their travel for the occasion
duringthe month of July.

Type of flows: Among the individuals observed,more than two thirds (67%) carried out an internal
movement,mainly towards gold washingsites in northern Niger,while 33 per cent carried out a cross-
bordermovement(22%left Nigerand11%returnedto Niger).

Origin and destination: During the month of July,the main countriesof origin of travellerswere Niger
(91%) and Algeria (9%), and those of destination were also Niger (79%) and Algeria (21%). The people
observedtravelledmainlyby privatevehicle(53%), by bus(38%), andby truck (9%).

TravellerProfiles: Of the travellersobserved,an overwhelmingmajority (89%) were adult men, while six
per cent were adult women and six per cent were children. Among the travellers, 1,001 people with
vulnerabilitieswere identified, includinglessthan one per cent of childrenunder five, lessthan one per
cent of the elderly, less than one per cent of pregnant women and less than one per cent of
unaccompaniedchildren. Thetravellerswere of variousnationalitieswith more than half Nigerien(70%),
Nigerian (7%), Chadian (6%), Sudanese(4%), Mauritanian (2%) and Malians (2%). However, other
nationalitieswere also observed(9%). This diversity of nationalities reflects the fact that Arlit is a key
crossingpoint alongmigratoryroutesto North Africaandto goldminingsites.
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OVERVIEWOFTHEFMP: TheSéguédineandMadamaflow monitoringpoint capturescross-border flows to
and from Libya. The SéguédineFMPhas been active since February2016. Given the immensity of the
Agadezregionwhichcovers703,000km² (largerthan Franceand21 times largerthan Belgium),a new FMP
(Madama), locatednear the Libyanborder, wasactivatedin January2019 to better capturecross-border
movementsdue to the proliferation of bypassroadsto avoidborder checkpoints. Thus,the two FMPsare
complementary; Séguédineonly recordsoutgoingflows andMadamarecordsincomingflows.

Migration trends: Duringthe period covered,an averageof 295 peoplewere observedat FMPseachday.
No variationwasobservedduring this period asthe bordersof Libyawere blockedfor political reasonsby
presidentialcandidateKhalifaAftar. In addition,the policehavereinforcedcheckpointsto prevent fraud by
certaindrivers. Manyof thesesmugglershavebeenarrestedwith or without migrants.

Typeof flows: Almostthe half of travellerspassingthrough SéguédineandMadamaleft Niger(46%), while
more than a third returnedto Niger(36%). In addition,18per centmadean internalmovementtowardsthe
variouslocalitiesof Niger.

Origin and destination: During the month of July, the main countries of origin of travellers were Niger
(63%), Libya(36%) andChad(1%), while thoseof destinationwere Libya(60%), Niger(38%), andChad(1%).
Thepeopleobservedtraveledmainlyin privatevehicles(95%) andtrucks(5%).

TravellerProfiles: Of the travellersidentified,almostthe vastmajority (89%) wereadult men,while five per
cent were adult women and five per cent were children. Among the travelers, 377 people with
vulnerabilitieswere identified, includinglessthan oneper centof childrenunderfive, lessthan oneper cent
of the elderlyandlessthan oneper centof individualslivingwith a physicalor mentaldisability. Most of the
travellers(90%) were Nigerienwhile four per cent were Chadian,two per cent were Nigerianand one per
centSudanesenationals. It shouldalsobe noted that three per centwereof other nationalities.
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
