TEMPORARY PROTECTION

Turkey implements a Temporary Protection
regime for 3,117,069 from Syria which grants
beneficiaries right to legal stay as well as
some level of access to basic rights and ser-
vices. A vast majority of them 2,879,998 indi-
viduals, live outside the camps and are

spread across the Turkish border provinces
while nearly 237,071 live in 23 camps also
majority of them are close to the border with
Syria.

RESIDENCE PERMIT HOLDERS

Foreigners who stay in Turkey beyond the duration of a
visa or a visa exemption or, longer than ninety days should
obtain a residence permit. There are 594,019 residence
permit holders in Turkey within various categories of the
residence permit. The “other” residence permit category
includes Humanitarian Residence permit holders but the

exact number is unknown. It is believed that vast majority
of this category are Iraqi nationals.

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APPREHENDED MIGRANTS ON LAND

According to Turkish Armed Forces (TAF) sources, within the
month of June 2017, TAF has registered a total number of 22,626
irregular border crossings which 20,566 of them entering Turkey
from Syria, Iraqg, Iran, Greece, Bulgaria and Nakhichevan and has
registered 2,060 irregular crossings from Turkey into Greece,
Bulgaria, Syria and Iraq. The numbers per borders can be seen in
the below chart.
