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OVERVIEW

The Registered IDP Area Baseline Assessment provides granular data
on the number and geographic location of officially registered
internally displaced persons (IDPs). Data collection for the Area
Baseline assessment Round 21 took place between 1 and 28
February 2023 across 23 oblasts and Kyiv city. In the areas covered,
the number of recorded IDPs was collected for 109 raions and 999
hromadas (70% of all hromadas in the covered oblasts). Compared
with Round 20, the number of recorded IDPs was collected in an
additional 32 hromadas. Gender disaggregated figures were provided
across 60 per cent of hromadas.

This report assesses registered IDP presence at the raion level, while
also mapping the percentage change since the previous round. It
further highlights

IOM'’s glossary defines IDPs as persons or groups of persons who
have been forced or obliged to flee or to leave their homes or
places of habitual residence, in particular as a result of or in order to
avoid the effects of armed conflict, situations of generalised violence,
violations of human rights or natural or human-made disasters, and
who have not crossed an internationally recognized state border.
Operationally, for this assessment, IOM define and understand IDPs
as persons who officially registered as fleeing their habitual place of
residence due to the current war in Ukraine.
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KEY INSIGHTS

Round 21 includes information from 998 out of 1,427 hromadas in
the covered areas (70%).

Among  oblasts,  Kharkivska ~ (467,154),  Dnipropetrovska
(372,279) and Kyivska (334,037) have the highest number
of formally registered IDPs.

At the raion level, Kharkivskyi, Kyivska and Zaporizkyi host the
highest number of registered IDPs, with over 160,000 each.

Of the total registered IDPs, the majority have been displaced
from Donetska, Kharkivska oblasts and Kyiv city.

facto forced to flee their homes.
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CHANGE IN REGISTERED IDP FIGURES

Since Round 20 (31 January 2023), the total number of
recorded has increased by 53,519 individuals. This

however, is

increase, mostly due to changes in coverage.

In hromadas covered in both Round 20 and 21, registered IDPs
decreased by 10,954 individuals. The largest decrease in the registered
IDP population recorded was observed in Kharkivska (-42,430). While
Round
20, Kharkivska remains the oblast with the largest hosted registered
IDP population in the country.) Cherkaska (-13,828), Vinnystka (-

10,584) and Khmelnystka (-4,712) all recorded

this  represents a  substantial  reduction  since

moderate decreases as a result of an outflow of IDPs from the
oblast (return, re-displacement, moving abroad).

Substantial increases in IDP registrations were instead reported
(+20/486) and  Zakarpatska  (+12,531).

In Sumska (+ 8,103), increased shelling along border locations led

in  Chernivetska

to an increase in IDP registrations from within the oblast
population. Increases in the registered IDP population recorded are
also observed in Volynska (+7,741), Dnipropetrovska (5,227)
and Mykolaivska (+2,909).

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METHODOLOGY AND FURTHER INFORMATION

Data for the Area Baseline Assessment is collected through a key
informant (KI) network within the area of coverage. The DTM field
team work continuously to maintain and expand their KI network
while triangulating and verifying recorded figures on registered
displacement in each hromada. case of questions or feedback please
contact DTMUkraine@iom.int.

DTM Coverage and Registered IDP Presence by Oblast

DTM endeavours to collect data on the registered IDP population in
all territories under the control of the Government of Ukraine. The
table below demonstrates the coverage of the baseline assessment by
percentage of raions.
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For more insight on displacement trends and a sectoral analysis of
needs, see |IOM Internal Displacement Report (General Population
Survey), which provides national and macro-region level estimates and
insights on de-facto displacement (registered and unregistered IDPs)
and needs using phone surveys and a randomised sampling approach.

In Round 21, registered IDPs recorded in hromadas that are not
currently under the control of the government of Ukraine have been
excluded, as it is not possible to verify their location.
