Tropical Cyclone Idai made landfall in central Mozambique the
night of 14 March 2019. According to the Government of Mozam-

bique, more than 447 people have died and more than 1,522 have
been injured in the aftermath of the storm.

As of 29 March 2019, according to Mozambique’s National Insti-
tute of Disaster Management (INGC), 140,784 individuals (29,098
families) have been displaced and taken shelter in evacuation cen-
tres in the four provinces of Sofala (116), Zambezia (13), Tete (5)
and Manica (27). The majority of these centres are schools and
churches.
