A total of 63,000 individuals are reported to have returned
to Sirte as of 19 April 2017.

A reported 3,500 houses were completely destroyed and
6,500 were partially destroyed from the conflict.
Telecommunication and internet networks continued to be
unavailable, and banks remained closed at time of reporting.

ALBAWANEES

150 IDP households were reported to have
fled their homesdue to clashes in Tamnhnt in the
last two weeks.

120 households were displaced from Al Qaeda
neighbourhood and 30 households were
displaced from Tamnhnt centre.

IDPs were displaced to Sebha, Ashshati, Om El
Araneb and Ubari.
