Within
displacement sites, 8,827 families with 37,335 individuals have been recorded at registration
points of Namissir and Micone neighbourhoods, as well as Maningane resettlemet site. In
Metuge, 126 families with 387 individuals have taken refuge in Ntocota and Nicavaco
resetlements sites.
