Foreigners who would stay in Turkey beyond the duration
of a visa or a visa exemption or, longer than ninety days
should obtain a residence permit. There are 461,217 resi-
dence permit holders in Turkey within various categories of
the residence permit. The residence permit include Human-

itarian Residence permit holders but the exact number is
unknown .It is believed that vast majority of this category
are Iraqi nationals.
